Boxed. Jewelry: Bagged in small baggies. Linens: Place in closed sturdy bags. Toys & Games: Bagged.

Menswear ~ Clean & good used or new condition. Shoes

Children & Teen’s Clothing ~ Clean & good used or new
condition. Baby & children’s shoes in good condition

No bumper guards, crib sheets, diaper disposal cases,
anything electrical, gadgets, mattresses, mobiles, pillows

Womenswear & Lingerie ~ Clean & good used or new
condition bathrobes, blouses, bras, coats, dresses, jackets,
packaged tights & stockings, pants, skirts, sweatshirts,
sweaters, sleepwear, socks, T-shirts

No panties, jeans or women’s shoes

Accessories ~ Clean, in good to excellent condition glasses,
hats, purses, scarves, totes, wallets. Unopened new perfume
and cosmetics

Books ~ New, vintage, antique or used hard or paperbacks,
cookbooks, paper memorabilia such as maps or postcards

No encyclopedia sets, magazines or newspapers

Crafts & Sewing ~ New or gently used supplies for sewing,
quilting, yarn, jewelry, and other crafts. This includes working
sewing machines, candles, candle holders, floral picks, and
craft magazines. Bagged broken jewelry pieces

No drapery supplies, foam rubber or fabric scraps. All items
must be clean, dry and free of mildew, odors and stains

Holiday ~ Gently used or new holiday decorations, gift wrap,
stationery. Gift bags that are in good to excellent condition.
Christmas trees must be one piece only and under 4 feet in
height

Christmas trees that need to be dissembled for storage.
Outdoor holiday decor that exceeds 3 feet in height. No
Christmas tree stands

Home & Garden ~ New, used or vintage items in good to
excellent condition. Furniture accepted upon approval

No oversized or hazardous items, children’s car seats,
cribs, large exercise equipment, sofas, pianos, organs, skis,
televisions, large appliances, wall-to-wall carpeting, tires,
mattresses, or suitcases

Housewares ~ Fine china, vases, silverware, glassware,
ceramics, collectibles

No broken or chipped items

Jewelry ~ Any fun & funky costume jewelry, or new or used
vintage, antique, valuable, fine or estate jewelry

Kitchenware ~ Kitchen related items & utensils in new or
used condition, working small electrical kitchen items

Linens ~ New, used or vintage items in clean, dry in good
used or new condition only

No bedding or worn textiles, including bed skirts, box
springs, electric blankets, mattresses, mattress pads &
pillows

Toys & Games ~ All toys, dolls, games, puzzles, plush toys
& stuffed animals

No broken toys, incomplete games or puzzles
